This is an armed law enforcement (P.O.S.T certified) position that enforces park laws and regulations as well as all state criminal, traffic and juvenile code laws; takes appropriate action including issuing citations and making physical arrests as required; patrols park areas by vehicle, bicycle and foot. This position requires working in extreme temperatures and may require physical exertion.    Will complete reports and may be required to appear in court.  Will respond to emergencies, keep the peace and resolve visitor complaints.  This position will maintain a proactive law enforcement role and assist with all areas of park operations.  Assures quality customer service, facility maintenance, repair and cleanliness, assists with fee collection (sells passes and permits), accounting and deposits.  Performs other duties as assigned. This position is up to 40 hours per week and up to six months in duration. 

REQUIREMENTS:

Must have successfully completed Colorado P.O.S.T. Certification Program.  Must be at least 21 years of age and possess and maintain a valid driver’s license. Must have reliable transportation to work site. Must be willing to work evenings, weekends and holidays.  Computer skills.  Must successfully pass background investigation. Final appointment will be pending successful completion of State Parks Classroom, Skills and Field Training and fulfilling all P.O.S.T. requirements to hold a commission.
