HOW IS FOREST MANAGEMENT COMPLETED?
State Parks and the Colorado State Forest Service work cooperatively to determine appropriate
treatment methods and boundaries. Methods for the treatment are chosen to have the least impact to the
ecology and the aesthetics of the park. Where possible, the sale of forest products can help reduce costs
associated with removal, State Parks does not conduct treatments for the sole purpose of revenue
generation. In lodgepole pine forests, it is typically the most scologicaily appropriate to complete patch
cuts, where all trees in a small area are removed.

MONITORING
The Resource Stewardship Program and Park staff will continue to monitor areas where projects have
been conducted to ensure proper regrowth of native understory vegetation and proper forest regeneration.
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FOREST REGENERATION
Several thousand seedlings will be
planted over the next 5 years to help
kick start the next forest. Donations
from CSFS and private companies like
Odwalla are instrumental in funding
this effort. A variety of species will be
planted fo help safeguard against
future insect or disease outbreaks.









State Parks closed the forested campgrounds in the parks
because the increased danger of hazard trees and fire.
